In
battery backup mode, the Automatic Garage Door Lock will unlock
when the garage door is opened, and will remain disabled until power
is restored. During a power outage the battery supplies power for up
t0 24 hours of operation. For maximum battery life and prevent
damage, disconnect the battery when the garage door opener is
unplugged for an extended period of time.

My vehicle's Homelink® is not programming to my garage door
opener:

Depending on the make, model, and year of your vehicle an external
adapter may be required. Visit www.homelink.com for additional
information.

My garage door opener beeps:

The garage door opener can beep for several reasons:

« The opener senses an obstruction while traveling.

» Garage door opener has been activated through a device or
feature such as Timer-to-Close, garage door monitor or
LiftMaster Internet Gateway.

My neighbor's remote control opens my garage door:

Erase the memory from your garage door opener and reprogram the
remote control(s).

The garage door moves 6-8", stops or reverses:

Ensure the myQ® Serial number was entered correctly and try again.

« Block the photoelectric sensor by waving an object in front of the sensor and attempt to
close the door. The door should not close unless the wall-mounted push button is
manually held during operation.

« If the opener does not perform as described, contact a trained door systems technician
for assistance.
